6.1 Theoretical and methodological fundamentals of civil society research 

in the context of the development of the institute of tourism 

A dynamic, affluent and advanced civil society is an important element of 

any democratic state and it plays a key role in the implementation of urgent social 

reforms and good governance in the management of public affairs and solving 

local issues, development and implementation of effective public policy in various 

fields,in the formation of a law-governed state responsible to a person in solving 

political, socio-economic and humanitarian problems. 

Dignity Revolutionstarted a new stage in the history of civil society, 

demonstrated public influence on socio-political transformations and became the 

impetus for the renewal and reformatting of power
1
. Its main achievement -signing 

the Association Agreement with the EU and obtaining a visa-free regime with 

Europe– significantly increased the level of freedom of movement of Ukrainians 

around the world and became, in the economic aspect, an incentive to revive 

business and develop tourism, in particular.By creating favorable conditions for 

intersectional cooperation through the expansion of public and public-private 

partnership with the participation of civil society structures and other public 

institutions it is possible to resolve the contradictions that arise in the process of its 

development. The social aspect is characterized by the positive impact of the 

phenomenon of tourism on socio-cultural integration, the interaction of tourism 

and migration. The political aspect is expressed in the ability to peacefully resolve 

disputes and conflicts, to establish relations and coexistence between nations and 

countries in a multicultural society. 

Research objectivesis to expand scientific knowledge in terms of civil society 

by improving theoretical and methodological basis and establishing relationships 

with the institution of tourismto form effective mechanisms for interaction between 

the state, civil society and business. 

Typically, system methodology in the study of socio-economic phenomena, 

objects and events focuses on their element composition in system integrity, 

properties and patterns of these systems, their relevance by examining the 

respective functions, places and roles of elements in the structure, their intersystem 

connections and relationships. 

Before considering the structural elements of civil society, we first consider 

the most common approaches to defining this phenomenon in research (Table 1). 

If we summarize the above mentioned approaches (Table 1), then civil 

society in the context of understanding the relationship and interaction with 

tourism can be described as:

citizens and their groups, which is formed as a result of their self-organization to protect and 

realize various interests and human rights, which is manifested in the creation of relevant 

institutions and organizations, and which provides a combination of individual and common 

interest and guarantees human and civil rights. 

I. Makarova1 System element of a single metasystem (society); part of society which is taken as if outside 

of political power and which includes mostly non-political relations: the totality of all non-

state public relations and institutions expressing the values, interests and needs of the people. 

M. Trebin2 First, a form of human community,which is at a certain stage of economic and human labor 

development,meets the needs of its individuals. Second, it is a complex of primary 

associations of individuals formed voluntarily. Third, it is a complex of non-state relations in 

society. 

D. Skovronskyi3 Self-regulatory, self-governing, and structured non-state component, which is endowed with 

the principled supremacy over the state. 

I. Miloserdina4 Aggregate of social contacts and institutions that operate in a democratic society within the 

legal frameworkindependently of the state, but interacting with the latter. 

A. Naichuk5 Aggregate of public associations created to protect themselves against unwanted actions of 

state authorities, to make a political, economic, cultural and national decision. 

I. Sizemska6 This is not a «set» of legal and economic mechanisms, institutions and free associations, but 

also a certain state of social and individual spirituality, which allows a person to feel like a 

free and independent member of society, able to resist power as a subject of transformations 

that occur even if they are initiated by the authorities.

 a sphere of society endowed with fundamental supremacy over the state, 

operates independently within the legal framework, but at the same time interacts 

with the latter. In particular, tourism allows to effectively implement the principles 

of equality without discrimination of human and civil rights and freedoms, to be 

aware of the values of civil society and the need for the state sustainable 

development; 

 a system of interconnections, relations (social, economic, political, spiritual) 

and interaction of members of society, which is formed as a result of their self-

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and rights. Thus, tourism is developing as a system that affects the quality and 

meaning of people's lives, by creating opportunities for their acquaintance with 

history, culture, customs, and values to deepen the dialogue of civilizations, to 

achieve mutual understanding between countries and peoples.In addition, tourism 

belongs to the tertiary sector of the economy, which is the largest in terms of the 

number of employees in economically developed countriesand is growing the 

fastest, as it interacts with most other sectors of the economy and stimulates their 

development; 

 an aggregate of social institutions and practices created and functioning for 

the dissemination of relevant values and virtues, in particular, the institution of 

tourism is being included. "Because the performance of a certain social role by a 

person and wearing a certain mask of personality at certain periods tires a person. 

While traveling, the person removes the "social skin"and remains alone with his 

«I», taking a break from life in plain sight, from the tension between the social 

mask and one’s own privacy. By choosing one or another type or object of tourism, 

a person realizes his complexes as a failure to do anything in the individual, in 

one’s desires or trying to master this or that area he can not master or overcome in 

everyday life. In this regard, the tourist life of an individual reveals his 

characteristics, aspirations, passions, some of which may shock a society that 

knows this person only as a bearer of social virtues.A person is a socio-cultural 

being who constantly «absorbs» the values of the socio-cultural world around him. 

Tourism expands the horizons of her daily life. Tourism destroys the world of 

habits, stereotypes, life axioms of everyday life. Tourism is a form of «elevation» 

of aperson above everyday life»
1
. 

The formation of the categorical-conceptual apparatus of civil society would 

not be complete without defining the directions, groups of factors that give an idea 

of the interaction of the elements of this phenomenon. Thus, L. Melnyk notes that 

civil society is a system that consists of several parts. This is, firstly, public 

organizations (institutions) that perform social functions; secondly, the 

mechanisms of interaction between society and the state; thirdly, social control 

mechanisms of power relations
2
. 

O. Laba, in her work, substantiated the position that in real public life civil 

society and rule-of-law state are interconnected institutions, the functioning of 

which is ensured by thesupremacy of statute law, which reliably guarantees and 

protects the rights and freedoms of citizens
3
. G. Shchedrova in her worksdevotedto 

civil society and political culture argues that the level of development of civil

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society, its scale and limits are determined by: first, property relations that actually 

exist in society; secondly, the level and form of socialization and the level of 

development of productive forces; thirdly, the specific historical conditions of the 

country, the system of social and, above all, political institutions, the nature of their 

activities, and the policy pursued by the government. Thus, the ratio of these three 

factors, in her opinion, gives an idea of civil society
1
. 

So, what about the structural elements of civil society? We partially agree 

with the statement of M. Boychuk that the element of civil society is the smallest 

share to into which civil society and the system of power are decomposed during 

their interaction
2
. In our view, the element of civil society should be defined as a 

combined, collaborating link in the mechanism of the institutional system «state – 

society». According to the vast majority of scientists whose works we have studied 

this idea is supported by the separation of structural elements into the following 

groups that are inherent in civil society:  

1) public institutions, organizations and associations (political parties; social 

movements, associations and other unions based on common interests, etc.);  

2) mechanisms of interaction (public opinion, market economy, pluralism of 

ideologies and political views, multiparty system, political culture and 

consciousness; pluralism of ideologies and political views, etc.);  

3) mechanisms for control and implementation of rights and freedoms 

(judicial and law enforcement agencies; public elections and referendums, local 

self-government, etc.). 

In the research of scientists, there are several basic approaches to determining 

the structure of «civil society». In our opinion, this necessitates the analysis of the 

positions of scientists whose subject of study was civil society at the structural 

level as a methodological basis for studying this phenomenon. 

Thus, A. Gavrilov under the structure of civil society means a set of 

relatively unchanging internal relations of society which ensures its integrity and 

reflects both the differentiation of civil society into elements and their 

interpretation into a single system. An integrated approach allowsconsidering civil 

society as a holistic, orderly system that includes institutional, regulatory, 

communicative-functional and spiritual subsystems
3
. A. Kudryachenko has a 

similar view, he believes that in structural terms, civil society can be represented as 

a dialectic set of four main spheres: 

1) political – relations arising in connection with the satisfaction of political 

interests and freedoms through ensuring the participation of citizens in various 

parties, movements, state and public affairs, and associations;  

2) economic – economic relations and, above all, ownership relations;

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3) social – the establishment of the middle class;4) spiritual – a reflection of 

the processes of functioning and development of civil society in the public and 

individual consciousness in the form of scientific theories, concepts and in the 

form of everyday consciousness, life experience and traditions
1
. 

A. Karas studying the philosophy of civil society in classical theories and 

non-classical interpretations believes that from the perspective of horizontal 

relations the structure of civil society is not reduced to institutional formations and 

consists of: a) social sphere as a set of families, NGOs, movements, local 

governments;  b) the economic sphere, which unites non-state enterprises, 

foundations, associations, cooperatives, etc.;  c) spiritual sphere, branched out in 

the form of «real opportunities»for freedom of speech, thought and creativity, 

independence of the media from state power, independent public position, 

institutions and centers of education and culture
2
. 

A. Kartashov and O. Radchenko believe that there are three levels of civil 

society: cultural level (level of values), institutional level, and practical level of 

human interaction. The structure of civil society consists of the following groups of 

elements: economic; cultural; communication and educational; interest groups; 

groups of development (organizations that pool individual resources to improve 

community infrastructure, institutions, and quality of life); specialized (human 

rights groups, movements for environmental protection, protection of women's 

rights, land reform and consumer protection); political parties and public pressure 

groups; bodies of self-organization of the population and various informal groups 

and families
3
. 

V. Okatov and A. Okatov argue that the structure of civil society is 

characterized by a high degree of complexity. It includes voluntary, spontaneously 

formed primary self-governing communities of people; non-state (non-political), 

economic, social, spiritual, moral and other relations; industrial and private life of 

people, their customs, traditions; the sphere of self-government of free individuals 

and their organizations, protected by law from direct interference in it by state 

authorities and politics; elements of democracy, political pluralism, rule of law, 

respect for human rights and civil liberties
4
. 

O. Kornievsky examining the contradictions of modern development of civil

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society in Ukraine, has a similar with the previous researchers’view because he 

argues that a civil society has a complex structure that includes economic, family-

related, ethnic, religious, and legal relations, as well as state-mediated political 

relations between individuals as primary subjects of political life, etc.
1
. 

O. Kryukov and T. Belskaya examining the internal structure of civil society 

claim that its foundation consists of: market economy, rule of law and social state, 

civic culture, which is characterized by the composition of participants 

(institutions), their principles, functions and norms. The system of independent 

public institutions that are part of it, operate on a democratic basis, enter into 

economic, social, cultural, spiritual, legal and political relations with the 

government, which is manifested in the processes of preparation, decision-making 

and control over their implementation
2
. O. Volkova has a similar view on the 

structural composition of civil society,however, she stresses that civil solidarity 

should be the main tool for building a civil society today. It is manifested in the 

willingness to unite for the common good, in the ability to agree; it is a dimension 

of collective consciousness and manifests itself in collective aspirations, collective 

responsibility and collective action. The development of society as a whole in the 

XXI century will largely depend on the content and growth (quantitative and 

qualitative) of the «third sector».It is humanism, democracy, justice, having passed 

a long test of time that should become the basis of civil society today
3
. 

Summarizing the above, we can say that the structure of civil society, as an 

integrated concept, consists of a set of complex, strong internal and external 

relations in society (political, economic, social, cultural, spiritual, legal), which 

ensure the preservation of its basic characteristics, during changes in the multilevel 

system (institutional, regulatory, communication-functional and spiritual 

subsystem). 

In addition to characterizing the structure of civil society, important in the 

methodological context for the study are the functions of this phenomenon, which 

determine the need for its emergence and links with everyday life practice and 

relevance to society. Thus, N. Lapin, considering the value orientation as the basis 

for the formation of civil society, argues that the main function of society is to 

maintain the legal nature of the state through the actions of its citizens which in 

turn meansthat every civil employee or official protects the rights and freedoms of 

every citizen and does not break them
4

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M. Boychuk believes that civil society supplies a country’s social 

organismwith a set of mutually agreed actions or functions, namely: 

 1) the creation and reproduction of human life, or demographic function;  

2) socialization and resocialization of the individual;  

3) self-organization of community life, including self-government;  

4) the generation of the state, or morphogenetic function; 5) the 

implementation of social control over the state activities on the conditions and 

mechanisms of revival of the ancestral life of people
1
. 

A. Kudryachenko argues that the value and significance of civil society is 

determined by its functions: adaptation (it is about correcting the process of 

functioning of the state by peaceful, legitimate means); goal achievement (reaching 

consensus in society); integration (creation of necessary economic, political, 

cultural conditions for self-development of various multilevel subjects); restoring 

the structure and relieving social tension
2
.T. Butyrska believes that the functions of 

civil society are manifested in three areas: 1) in integration of individuals into 

teams in order to ensure their life support and development. The task of civil 

society is to produce norms and values, which the state then binds with its 

sanction; integration of society by civilizing social conflicts and ways to resolve 

them; creating an environment in which a developed social individual is formed. 

2) in formation of civil society in unfavorable conditions of chaos and unregulated 

interaction in the state requires a special strategy, methodology for reconciling the 

interests of three categories of subjects, i.e. government, business and civil society; 

3) in formalization of norms and laws by the state from the standpoint of internal 

culture, in which a civil society is a carrier of informal knowledge
3
. 

Thus, the above mentioned functions, to some extent, are inherent in all 

social institutions, including the institute of tourism, and which play a key role in 

the normal functioning and development of civil society. 

According to G.V. Hegel the fundamental institutions of civil society include:  

1) individual freedom;  

2) freedom of ownership; 3) public legislation
4
. According to K. Zhadko, in 

fact, all freedoms, rights and obligations of a person and a citizen have a universal 

international status. In this case, civil society and all the people that form it must be 

aware of their civil status not only within their own country but also outside it. 

After all, there is international tourism as a factor of international and 

interpersonal integration, at the same time a national legislative constitutional

norm, which guarantees everyone the right to freely choose a place of residence 

not only within their own country butbeyond it as well as. <…>Also, as this 

researcher points out, since philosophy in relation to any field of knowledge 

performs worldview, existential and cognitive functions it must perform them in 

relation to such an important field of acquisition which is the theory of public 

administration.Especially in the part that directly relates to the action of public 

administration mechanisms in the field of international tourism. Curiosity inherent 

in every person initiates a cognitive way of life and the political component 

characterizes its social orientation. In a civilized civil society, it has the right not 

only to develop their cognitive and exploratory desires, but also the opportunity to 

visually and sensually confirm the reality of their spiritual aspirations and embark 

on the path of self-development
1
. 

A. Makarychev argues that the influence of the international environment on 

the political process is often analyzed using the concept of «political transfer» 

common in Europe. Such objects of transmission can be: ideas; social, economic 

and political practices; norms; educational practices and «images of the world» that 

can be formed through such a direct channel as tourism, «people’s diplomacy», 

fraternal relations, participation in joint ventures or international projects, satellite 

TV programs, the Internet, etc.
2
. It is also advisable to agree with researchers that 

community initiative is one of the most important signs of strengthening 

intercultural interaction. Although under different conditions national-cultural 

associations can be a source of conflicts on ethno-political grounds, in others they 

can be a powerful factor in consolidation of different ethnic cultures 

representatives in building a strong Ukrainian political nation.An important role in 

the preservation and development of ethno-cultural identity is played by national 

cultural principal societies and public organizations. They are a stronghold of 

public initiative, important components of civil society in interaction with the 

state
3
. 

The analysis gives grounds to conclude that civil society is a public sphere, 

which is endowed with supremacy over the state, acts independently within its 

legal field, but at the same time interacting with it. Civil society is viewed through 

the system of connections of members of society, which is formed as a result of the 

latter self-organization for self-preservation in order to protect and fully realize the 

interests and rights of citizens. 

One of the conditions of its existence is the presence of effective social 

institutions of the state created and functioning for the spread of relevant values

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and virtues. Such institutions include the institution of tourism, which activities are 

aimed at structuring and coordinating economic relations in order to ensure their 

effectiveness, achieve major socio-political goals, reduce uncertainty in relations, 

achieve unity and consensus, contribute to overcoming conflicts and resolving 

contradictions in economic development. 
 
 

 

6.2 Системний розвиток економіки курортно-рекреаційної сфери в 

умовах неоіндустріальних трансформацій 

На сучасному етапі пріоритетними напрямками розвитку національної 

економіки є активний розвиток інноваційної діяльності та збільшення 

інвестицій в реальний сектор економіки. Сировинна спрямованість 

економіки, проблеми обмеженості ресурсів, висока міра зносу виробничих 

потужностей, конкуренція за ринки збуту є визначальними чинниками для 

переходу України на інноваційно-інвестиційний шлях розвитку, оскільки 

саме така діяльність є основною умовою формування сучасної держави. 

Серед своєрідних «компонент зростання» важливе місце займає курортно-

рекреаційна сфера і курортно-рекреаційна економіка, що виникає в 

результаті її діяльності
1
. 

Не зважаючи на економічну значущість курортно-рекреаційної сфери 

сучасна концепція її розвитку в Україні доки не набула широкого поширення. 

Ця обставина обумовлена тривалим пануванням економічної ідеології, що 

базується на безумовній домінанті сфери матеріального виробництва. Не 

ставлячи під сумнів принципову справедливість даної позиції, необхідно 

підкреслити, що її реалізація повинна здійснюватися з використанням нових 

моделей соціально-економічної діяльності, які запобігають появі 

структурних деформацій в єдиному суспільно-господарському комплексі. 

Така парадигма розвитку дозволить здійснити інноваційну трансформацію 

національної економічної системи, додати їй найважливіші ринкові 

властивості – економічну стійкість та ринкову конкурентоспроможність. 

Курортно-рекреаційна сфера, будучи одночасно соціальним і 

економічним явищем, може позитивно вплинути на структуру економіки. З 

одного боку її розвиток стимулює зростання виробництва в суміжних галузях 

економіки  торгівля, транспорт, сільське господарство, виробництво товарів 

народного споживання і т.д. , з іншого – значно впливає на зайнятість 

населення. Аналізуючи зміну основних економічних показників розвитку 

даної сфери, можна зробити висновок, що курорти за останні роки 

розвивалися високими темпами. Навіть в умовах несприятливої кон'юнктури 

та періодів економічної кризи в світовій курортній індустрії збереглася
