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Ukrame is undergomg an existential trial by war, started by
Russia. In this war our state faces unprecedented human losses,
massive fmancial and economic damages, significant destruction of
the mdustrial and mfrastructural potential built over many years.
Despite the active hostilities caused by Russia’s full-scale war
agamst Ukraine inflicts significant losses, it’s essential to research
experience of post-war reconstruction and the development of
Ukrainian businesses for the future. The question arises of restoring
the neglected economy during the war, rebuilding trade relations and
regam positions in the mternational market. Therefore, it is timely in
the context of post-war reconstruction to consider strategies to
strengthen Ukrame’s position among global players. The aim of this
article is to analyze Canada’s experience and, based on it, develop
practical recommendations to improve the position of the economy.

Both Ukramian and foreign scholars are engaged in development
of strategies for entering the international market. For example, Kra-
mar I. explores the peculiarities of entering foreign markets as a way
to ensure effective enterprise activity in the conditions of globalization
[3]. Stanislavskyi O. V. examines the ways for domestic enterprises to
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enter international markets [4]. Pedchenko N. S., Strilets V. Yu., and
Franko L. S. explore innovative business strategies [5].

Canada’s business experience serves as an example to emulate.
Canada is a highly developed country in the world, ranking second
place in terms of area and ninth one in terms of GDP, reaching $2.14
trillion USD in 2022. The Canadian economy heavily relies on inter-
national trade, with imports and exports of goods and services consti-
tuting about one-third of the GDP. Therefore, particular attention
should be paid to the examination of the country’s international eco-
nomic relations. The three largest trading partners are the United
States, China, and the United Kingdom. The USA is the largest
exporter of goods and services, while China is the largest importer.

The three largest sectors contributing to the GDP are real estate,
renting, and leasing; manufacturing industry and mining, quarrying
industry and oil and gas extraction. According to the results of
Canada’s PESTEL analysis, Legal factors performed the best among
all factors with a score of 0.938, while Economic factors showed the
least value at 0.337. Other factors obtained intermediate values:
Political factors — 0.693; Sociocultural factors — 0.69; Technological
factors — 0.81; Environmental factors — 0.7.

In summary, there are certain pieces of advice and lessons from
Canadian model that can be isolated for Ukraine. Firstly, Ukraine
should adopt Canada’s experience in legislative matters. All laws are
aimed at protecting people and businesses, and they are strictly
enforced. There are no possibilities to avoid the law, ensuring confi-
dence in one’s actions. Additionally, it’s worth mention Canada’s
advancement in the technological sector. With a score of 0.81 in this
factor, the country demonstrates how crucial advanced technologics
are. The development of the entire technological network owes much
to billion-dollar investments from both the state and private inves-
tors. In such case, it helped to automatize most of processes and to
make the country even more attractive in the international market.
Therefore, Ukraine should play a significant role in technological
development during post-war reconstruction. Almost all sectors
require high-tech and innovative solutions. For instance, the desire of
the foreign manufacturer Bayraktar to build a factory in our country,
where most processes will be conducted through high-tech solutions,
can be highlighted.

So, it should be noted that Canada’s development, characterized
by well-structured laws and the creation of technological innova-

tions, which are popular worldwide. Ukraine should primarily stimu-
late the development of small and medium-sized businesses focused
on foreign economic activity, as it represents significant develop-
ment potential for the country.
