VALUE PRINCIPLES OF POST-SOVIET COUNTRIES INTEGRAION
INTO EUROPEAN AND WORLD ECONOMY

Investigation of the influence of global economic megatrends on
integration processes in post-Soviet countries indicates that resumption of
broken in XX century economic bases, such as private property and market
relations, tumed out to be insufficient for developing beneficial cooperation
with EU and other countries. Analysis of inlegration processes in Ukraine
shows that achievement of parity on the world market by former Soviet
countries depends mainly on: 1) foreign economic activity, which is heavily
related to trade in raw materials; 2) rental-oligarchic economic system; 3) slow
formation of value principles in the economy. That is why the execution of
Ukraine — European Union Association Agreement involves reforming of
Ukrainian economy in accordance with European values that were formed in
developed countries during post-industrial revolution of capitalistic economy.

If we look at possibilities of post-Soviet national economies to integrate
into the world economy on a partnership basis, it can be concluded that it is
only possible with the implementation of valuie bases of post-industrial
economy in these countries. Apart from that, economic relations in post-Soviet
countries should be based not only on implementation of economic freedom
and private property principles, but alsoc on condition that economic freedom of
every individual is the subject of common goals, and relations connected with
private property should be soclalized and transformed into an effective
incentive to production activity and social parinership.

According to the results of this research, there are such value principles
of economy, without which the integration of former Soviet countries into the
world economy on a partnership basis is impossible. These are the following:
1) reformation of economic activity in accordance with information and
knowledge-based economic principles; 2) waiver of foreign economic activity,
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based mainly on trade in raw materials, and establishment of the innovative
economic model which would be formed due to joint efforts of scientific,
business and state sectors; 3) overcoming oligarchic nature of political and
economic system and creation of economic system, which would be based on
the principles of economic democracy and fair competition; 4) strengthening
the role of large public and commercial business projects in the economic
development; 5) further economic planning aimed at villages, regions and
state development; 6) overcoming paternally-based social system and
transition to market economic ethics and social partnership. The most
important task for post-Soviet countries, in terms of its integration into world
and European markets, is the acquisition of value competitiveness, which
involves mobilization of creative and economic potential of each employee by
achieving social partnership and organic combination of both world and
national economic values [1, p. 18-291.

To conclude, results of the study show that formation of value bases in
the economies of former Soviet countries has shifted from overcoming the
resistance of socialistic system supporters to combating with representatives
of rental-oligarchic economic system as well as political and state bureaucracy
supported by it. It indicates that implementation of European values mainly
faces a key problem — creation of the economy, which would be based on
socialized relations in the sphere of private property, which are the basis for
establishing all the other values.
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
